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Nick Cave ( American, 1959 -Present)
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As a child, Nick Cave altered his hand me down clothing and learned how
to sew. When he became an artist, he used recycled and found materials to
assemble his wearable sculptures known as Soundsuits. The first one was
made of twigs, but others are made of beads, toys, raffia, and in this case,
thousands of buttons. Cave's experience as a dancer and fashion designer
inspired him to create a suit that often makes noise when performers wear
them. Cave also creates large installations made of found objects, which are
as fascinating as his Soundsuits.

Imagine wearing a Soundsuit that covers your whole body. The disguise
would free you from other peoples’ judgments. Cave created his first
Soundsuit as he thought about being an African American man and others
who suffered prejudice and violence.

MATERIALS

*  Paper Plate *  Buttons

*  Tissue Paper *  Yarn

« Crayon *  Plastic bottle caps
«  Glue Stick «  Construction paper

INSTRUCTIONS

* The design in the pictures has 7 different colors in triangle shapes.
What shapes, colors and textures are you going to use?

« Once you have chosen your favorite colors and shapes begin designing
and coloring your paper plate.

*  Once the mask is colored then use scissors to poke two holes through
your mask so you can see.

*  Glue on colorful pieces of tissue paper and add texture to your mask.

*  You can also add your everyday materials to your mask, like buttons,
yarn,
torn fabric, plastic bottle caps, construction paper, etc.

* In this design the yellow tissue paper makes it look like a lion's mane or
sun rays trying to distract you from the colors in the center of the mask.
